
Basic Rules—Works Cited Pages

1. Start the Works Cited page at the end of your paper on a separate page. It should have one-inch margins and the last name and page number in the top right hand corner (just like the rest of the paper).

2. Center the words Works Cited at the top of the page. Use Times New Roman size 12 font (no bold, italics, or underlining).

3. The entire page should be double-spaced. Do not skip spaces between sources. Do not number your sources.
4. Any entry longer than one line should have a hanging indent (the lines after the first should be tabbed over once).

5. Capitalize each word in the titles of articles, books, etc, but do not capitalize articles (the, an), prepositions, or conjunctions unless one is the first word of the title: 

a. Gone with the Wind, The Art of War, There Is Nothing Left to Lose. 

6. Use italics for titles of larger works (books, magazines) and quotation marks for titles of shorter works (poems, articles).
7. All of your entries should be in alphabetical order based on the first word of the entry.

8. Dates are written differently. Instead of writing July 7 2011, write 7 July 2011.
Citing a Page on a Website

· For a page on a Web site, list the information below in the correct order. Pay attention to punctuation (periods, quotation marks) and font styles (italics). 
· If you are missing a piece of information, skip it and go to the next thing. Use the phrase “n.d.” if you can’t find a publishing date.
· Ideally, all of your sources should have an actual author!

Editor, author, or compiler name. “Name of Article.” Name of Site. Date of resource creation. Medium of publication. Date of access.

Examples:
 “MLA Works Cited: Electronic Sources (Web Publications).” The Purdue OWL Family of Sites. 2008. Web. 7 July 2011.
Jones, Rick. “How to Make Vegetarian Chili.” eHow.com. n.d. Web. 7 July 2011.
